The Cherry Hill Program consists of two complementary components 

that are located on the Fairmont Hospital grounds. The Sobering Cen-

ter was specifically designed to provide immediate sobering services 

for visits of 23 hours or less. People acutely intoxicated in the commu-

nity find this center a safe alternative to incarceration. The Detox Cen-

ter for adults is a non-medical Social Model Program allowing an aver-

age stay of approximately 6 days. The goals are to provide a safe and 

supportive atmosphere for the initial stages of withdrawal as well as to 

successfully connect individuals to continuing care in the community.
